� A completed and signed application must be submitted. 

� Each artwork must have the artist’s name, age, contact information, title attached to the back of the 
artwork. 

� No more than one entry per person 

� Paint and varnish must be dry. (Fixative must be used for charcoals, chalks, graphite) 

� Flat work must not exceed 24”x24” (including frame) 

� Artwork must be wired securely, preferably framed (artwork that does not have wiring will not be hung) 

� Every effort will be made to accommodate all entries, but space restrictions limit the number of total 

entries to 50. Approximately 15 pieces were submitted per high school. 

Eligibility 

� This exhibition is open to any High School student in Auburn School District and/or Private School 
and/or Home School within Auburn City limits 

� Artwork must be original, entirely the work of the entrant. No crafts or kits. 

� All 2-Dimensional and 3-Dimensional Fine Art Media is allowed. (please provide display stand for 3-D)  

� Images of artwork may be used for publicity.

o All entries MUST be delivered to City Hall, 25 W Main, on Monday, November 19th, 4:00-6:00pm. 
o All entries Must be picked up from City Hall, 25 W Main on Monday, January 14th, 4:00-6:00 pm.
