Open to all students grades 6-12, who reside within the Auburn and Dieringer School District boundaries, 
(including those who attend independent or private school, or are homeschooled) 
 
As a participant of the Auburn Teen Center and Late Night program, I agree to abide by the following rules: 
 
1. I will check in my handbag and/or backpack upon entry. 
2. I will respect myself, others, the facility and all property verbally, by using appropriate language and 

physically, by not fighting and keeping my hands to myself. 
3. I will be in the appropriate designated supervised area at all times. 
4. I will not bring weapons, drugs, or alcohol into the REC facility or the gym. 
5. I understand that the Auburn REC Teen Center has a ZERO tolerance policy for fighting and for verbal, 

sexual or physical harassment  
6. I understand that I must treat all visitors/volunteers of the REC with the same respect as REC staff. 
7. I will dress appropriately, and understand that staff have the right to ask me to leave if they feel I am 

not abiding by the following guidelines: 
- No spaghetti straps 
- No bare midriffs 
- No low cut tops 
- No sagging pants 
- No t-shirts with drugs/alcohol/violence/sexual references or other offensive material 
- No scarves, bandanas or hats 

 
8. I will not graffiti, damage or in any way deface any part of the REC facility/gym. 
9. I will enter Hype Night no later than 8pm, and understand that once I leave Hype Night I cannot re-

enter the facility. I also understand that I may only attend Hype Night if I am in middle school. 
10. I will enter Pack the REC no later than 9pm, and understand that once I leave PTR I cannot re-enter the 

facility. I also understand that I may only attend PTR if I am in high school.  
11. I understand that the City of Auburn uses a Progressive Discipline Plan to deal with inappropriate 

behavior.  This Plan is outlined on the back of this form. 
Step #1: Verbal Warning 
Step #2: Sit Out (time to be designated) 
Step #3: Contact parent/guardian 
Step #4: Suspension from the program (needs Supervisor approval) 
Step #5: Dismissal from the program (needs Supervisor approval)
